Short and long articles 

Each edition has a number of different articles related to areas of the National Curriculum across all age phases. 

2 sides – 800 words

4 sides – 1700 words

8 sides – 3400 words
In addition to these articles there are some shorter sections around specific themes:
· “One of my favourite history places” (500 words and image)

· “I just read this…” Historical fiction (500 words)

· Anniversaries or ideas for assemblies (500-700 words and image)

· “It worked for me…” Classroom teachers share activities that they have found successful (500-700 words and image)
Submission process:

1. Please feel free to discuss any issues you may have over writing your article with the editor of that issue, at the earliest opportunity. 
2. Please specify if this is intended to be a long or short article.

3. Then please submit your article as a Word document, by the deadline agreed. It is a matter of courtesy for an author to check the literacy and spelling of their work.
4. Bear in mind the intended audience. 
5. Please keep it simple, and try to meet the word count.

6. If writing about a specific period person or event please include suggested resources including some historical fiction and 5-10 pieces of information to help build subject knowledge (Ten things you should know about...).
7. Send your article to the editor of that particular issue.
8. Please contact the editor if you think you might be delayed.

9. Please be aware that your submission may be edited by the editor.

Illustrations 

1. If you have photographs or illustrations to accompany your article – or want to make suggestions for illustrations (e.g. a map) please send them, along with your article, to the editor, with suggestions of where in your article you might like your illustrations to appear.

2. Please send the source you used if you have included them within the article. 

3. This will be copyright checked before publication.

4. Please check you have appropriate permissions if including photographs of children.
